These 
changes represent the minimum national requirements that each state must implement for individuals applying 
for a real estate appraiser license or certification as of January 1, 2008.

Criteria adopted by the AQB (Appraiser Qualifications Board) of the Appraisal Foundation, the Uniform 
Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice promulgated by the Appraisal Standards Board of the Appraisal 
Foundation, and a Code of Ethical Standards to be set forth by Board Rule, as well as any forthcoming Federal 
Rule or regulation deemed pertinent.
